	In lower parking lot at main store. Also three (3) miles west from retail location along US 33.

	Quantity
	10,000 – 99,999 lbs

	Properties
	Colorless gas with a faint petroleum odor. Highly flammable and easily ignited by heat, sparks, or flames. Vapor explosion hazard indoors. Vapors may travel to ignition source and flash back. Containers may explode when heated. Inhalation and contact may irritate or burn skin and eyes. Vapors may cause dizziness or suffocation. Fire may produce toxic, irritating, or corrosive gases.

	Low, no prior incidents.

	Exposure to People/ Property
