Vapors may travel to ignition source and flash back. Runoff into sewer may create fire or explosion hazard. Containers may explode when heated. Inhalation and contact may irritate or burn skin and eyes. Vapors may cause dizziness or suffocation. Fire may produce toxic, irritating, or corrosive gases.
