	GENERAL INFORMATION

	Location
	In a below-ground tank at the marina and in above-ground tanks at the golf pro shop and golf maintenance shop.

	Quantity
	1,000-9,999 lbs (max. up to 10,000 – 99,999 lbs)

	Properties
	Clear to amber-colored volatile liquid with a petroleum-like odor. Highly flammable and easily ignited by heat, sparks, or flames. Vapor explosion hazard indoors. Vapors may travel to ignition source and flash back. Runoff into sewers may create fire or explosion hazards. Containers may explode when heated. Inhalation and contact may irritate or burn skin and eyes. Vapors may cause dizziness or suffocation. Fire may produce toxic, irritating, or corrosive gases.

	Probability
	Low, no prior incidents.

	Exposure to People/ Property
	Persons in surrounding area may fall victim to irritated or burnt eyes and skin, dizziness and/or suffocation from inhalation of vapors or contact. If corrosive gases are given off during fires, equipment, vehicles, etc. may be susceptible to corrosion.
