	Susceptible Private/ Public Property
	City streets, Buckhannon City Hall, Buckhannon Public Safety Complex, US Post Office, Bicentennial Hotel, downtown business district, downtown churches, multiple residences.

	Susceptible Environment


	Urban terrestrial life. Jawbone Run runs through culverts underneath areas that are susceptible.

	HAZARD ANALYSIS

	Probability
	Low, no prior incidents.

	Exposure to People/ Property
	Corrosive to all body tissues. Inhalation of vapor may cause serious lung damage. Contact with eyes may result in total loss of vision. Skin contact may produce severe necrosis. Fatal amount for adult: between 1 teaspoonful and one-half ounce of the concentrated chemical. Even a few drops may be fatal if the acid gains access to the trachea. Chronic exposure may cause tracheobronchitis, stomatitis, conjunctivitis, and gastritis. Gastric perforation and peritonitis may occur and may be followed by circulatory collapse. Circulatory shock is often the immediate cause of death. Those with chronic respiratory, gastrointestinal, or nervous diseases and any eye and skin diseases are at greater risk.

It is corrosive to metals and tissue. It will char wood and most other organic matter on contact, but is unlikely to cause a fire. Density 15 lb / gal. Long term exposure to low concentrations or short term exposure to high concentrations can result in adverse health effects from inhalation. Immediate onset and persistent for hours or days.
